The story of a former student from Kaukauna High School: 

Michael was diagnosed with Ewing's Sarcoma in December 2006. Ewing's is a rare bone cancer; there are only 150-200 new cases in the U.S. each year.  Because it was so rare, it took longer to diagnose, and had already spread to his lungs. After 14 chemo treatments and 10 full lung radiation treatments, Michael had been off of treatment for three months when he relapsed a week before his high school graduation. He then had 6 more rounds of chemo. After many different treatment options, nothing worked, and on August 20th, 2009, Michael lost his long Battle with Ewing’s.

· 12,400 children (in the United States) are diagnosed with cancer each year.  That's a classroom full of children every single day, year after year.
·  In the U.S. almost 3000 children die from cancer each year, more than from asthma, diabetes, cystic fibrosis, congenital anomalies, and pediatric AIDS combined.  Cancer is the number one disease killer of children next to accidents.
· Currently there are between 30-40,000 children being treated for cancer in the United States. 

· In the past 20 years only one new cancer drug has been approved for pediatric use.
Did you know that the gold ribbon is the color for Childhood cancer? Did you know that September is Childhood cancer awareness month? That is until your child or someone you know is diagnosed. Then every day of every month you are aware of childhood cancer.
